Section 6 – On Your Way Home

Departure Time

Route to Airport

There are 3 key points to be careful about as you go back to Faro airport.

1. As you leave the motorway at Junction 75, there are 2 exits. The first is to Loule Sul, then there is a slip road onto the motorway, and in about 100 metres you leave down the exit road to the Airport.  Its useful to be aware that cars are potentially crossing here – those coming onto the motorway, which you can see coming up the slip road, and cars leaving, which includes yourselves.

2. Just at the bottom of this slip road, watch in case there are cars coming down fast on your left hand side, especially as its possible they may cross in front of you to leave onto the motorway via a slip road about 100 metres down the road.

3. Finally as you exit from the main road into Faro and turn right towards the Airport, you get onto the road to the Airport, but be aware that there’s another exit of this road in around 100 metres on the right, and cars may cross over in front of you to leave the road.
