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What is the difference between Double and Single Science?
Double Science is worth 2 GCSEs and Single Science is worth 1.

Double Science students have 6 lessons per week and Single Science students have 3.

How different is the Double Science Course from the Single Science Course?

Both courses cover aspects of Chemistry, Physics and Biology, they both have end of module tests which count towards the GCSE grade and they both need practical coursework.

Is Single Science easier than Double Science?

NO! Although there is more content in Double Science there is more time to cover it. Both courses require practical coursework and there is more time for this in Double Science. So in a way Double Science is easier than Single.

Can I get more than a C grade on the Single Award?

YES! You can get a full range of grades on both Double and Single Awards Science.

Double Award students will get 2 grades e.g. AA or CC because Double Award is worth 2 GCSEs.  

 Single Award students only get one grade.

Why do Double Award Science?

Any student who may want to go on to study Sciences at A level, or who wants a career in medicine, engineering, electronics and several other professions will need Double Science.

The Courses:

We offer pupils Modular Science, that means that all pupils follow a number of self-contained modules in Biology, Chemistry and Physics. Double Award candidates sit their end of module exams in the January and June of Year 10. These exams count towards 25% of their GCSE grade. Single Award students will sit these exams plus exams in the January of Year 11.

Coursework is carried out in the laboratory and makes up 20% of the grade. (Good marks in both coursework and end of module exams will take a lot of pressure off pupils in Year 11).

The remaining 55% of the grade is achieved through the end of course exams in Year 11.

Pupils and parents are invited to discuss option choices for Science with their Science teacher, Ms. Hyman Head of Science and to visit the department’s website where they will find more information about the syllabus and the help offered to students.
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
